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PROTO INDO-EUROPEAN ETHNIC CONSTANTS AND THEIR SYNCRETIC
SEMANTIZATION IN ARCHAIC CORE OF CONCEPT GOOD

The article attempts to reconstruct the origins of archetypal syncretic ideas of the Proto Indo-Europeans about GOOD
as their ethnic constants preserved and reflected in the minds of modern Indo-European languages speakers. Interdisci-
plinary connections between such concepts as language and ethnicity are specified, and convincing arguments are given
to support the idea that the main factor for the ethnic consolidation of the people is the language. The author comments
on the classic and contemporary versions of such an ancient ethnic community as the Proto Indo-European ethnos. The
real existence of this ethnos is confirmed by the testimony of archaeologists and representatives of classical linguistics
and comparative studies and Indo-European studies. It was proved that the Proto Indo-European were holders of the
formed ethnic consciousness at that time, which was completely mythological and syncretic with its creative energy. This
caused development of all the types of spiritual activity of a person — its descendant. It was carried out the analysis of the
main Indo-European archetypes, which were the expressions of the mythological and symbolic primary meanings, which
expressed the ideas intended to perform various semantic sense and, predominantly, the opposite meanings. Cosmogonic
sources of the formation of the primary semantic binary dyad “good / evil” have been reconstructed, it reaches the sym-
bols of the top — sky and the bottom — ground.
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Indo-European reconstructions are presented. They confirm that there are not literal markers and names within the
mythological system of the notion of GOOD and its binary correlated pair EVIL and their primary semantics is com-
pletely syncretic. Preliminary made assumptions allow claiming that value senses which were significant for the life of
Indo-European ethnos, in particular what they considered good and useful, were formed through the mythological sym-
bolism of the top — sky. Their beliefs in Divine being, celestial creation of the Universe were expressed via this symbolism,
and Indo- European etymology confirms such assertion. So the primitive values of good associated with heaven were
formed through the concept of the Divine creation of the world and man, and particular such a process that symbolized
the end of the Chaos and the establishment a certain form, order, hierarchy in the Universe, which constituted the basis
of the primitive ethnic constants of the early Indo-Europeans.
