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E. RAERSON STATISTICAL REPORTS
ABOUT THE OPENING AND ACTIVITIES OF UPPER CANADA LIBRARIES

The article examines how from 1847 E. Ryerson began to include in the annual reports on the education system of
Upper Canada statistical reports on the opening and operation of libraries. He classified all libraries into three main
types: common school libraries,; Sunday school libraries; other public libraries.
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Public school libraries have been named because they are located in school premises. The holdings of these libraries were
accessible not only to students of the school, but also to everyone. The Sunday School libraries contained more works of a
religious nature. Public libraries are usually housed in other premises. They were subordinate to the municipal council and, as
a rule; the residents paid little for the use of their funds. Over time, the term “public library” began to apply to all libraries.

By 1850, there were 675 libraries in Upper Canada, 70 of which - in public schools, 528 — in Sunday schools,
and 77 — in public libraries. In total, the library holdings numbered 96 165 books, which showed a significant progress
compared to previous years.

The law of 1850 introduced the collection of taxes by district and city councils. They aimed to fund the provincial
libraries — shortly after the law was passed, the Board of Public Education received £ 3,000 annually to support the
opening and operation of the libraries. In 1850, E. Ryerson obtained the consent of the Legislative Assembly to establish
the Depository, a body that dealt with the purchase and distribution of books for the general schools and libraries of the
province. The depositary also provided schools with the necessary school equipment (globes, maps, physics, chemistry,
etc.). The Education Depository expanded its operations very quickly and became a major provider of books and textbooks

Jfor Sunday, grammar, and private schools in the province, as well as for colleges in Upper Canada.
