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PEACEKEEPING AFTER THE END OF THE COLD WAR AND THE CHANGE
OF CONCEPTUAL FOUNDATIONS AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 21ST CENTURY

This article explores the evolution of peacekeeping activities since the end of the Cold War and examines the changes
in conceptual frameworks. It argues that while the role of peacekeeping has expanded, so too have the challenges faced by
peacekeeping missions. Furthermore, the article highlights the need for greater collaboration and coordination between
international actors in order to improve the effectiveness of peacekeeping activities in the 21st century.

The end of the Cold War marked a turning point in the history of peacekeeping activities. The bipolar system of the
Cold War era had limited the scope and nature of peacekeeping missions, with the primary objective of maintaining
the ceasefire between conflicting parties. However, with the collapse of the Soviet Union and the emergence of new
conflicts around the world, peacekeeping missions became more complex, with a wider range of actors involved and more
expansive mandates. During the 1990s, peacekeeping missions expanded to include a range of tasks such as disarmament,
demobilization, and reintegration of combatants, protection of human rights, and promotion of the rule of law.
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At the dawn of the 21st century, the conceptual foundations of peacekeeping were once again challenged, leading
to a renewed emphasis on the protection of civilians, peacebuilding, and conflict prevention. The 2000 Brahimi report,
for example, called for a more integrated approach to peacekeeping, highlighting the need for a comprehensive strategy
that includes conflict prevention, peacemaking, and peacebuilding. This new approach emphasized the importance of
addressing the root causes of conflict, promoting good governance, and supporting sustainable development.

The challenges facing peacekeeping missions have also evolved. Peacekeepers have increasingly been targeted by
armed groups, with attacks on UN personnel becoming more frequent and more deadly. Additionally, there has been
a growing recognition that the protection of civilians should be at the center of peacekeeping operations. The UN has
therefore adopted a more robust approach to the use of force, including the deployment of troops to protect civilians from

imminent threats of physical violence.

We conclude by stressing the need for continued innovation and adaptation to the changing global environment in
order to ensure that peacekeeping remains relevant and effective in the years to come.
