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METAPHORACAL REPRESENTATION OF THE ECOCYDE IN THE GERMAN
AND UKRAINIAN MASS-MEDIA

This article uses conceptual metaphor models to elucidate the problem of ecocide in the German and Ukrainian mass
media. The empirical material of the work consists of 300 micro-contexts selected from digital periodicals, the corpus of
texts of the German Language Institute of Mannheim (IDS), in particular, KorAP, which is a continuation of the COSMAS
11 corpus (DeReKo-2018-11) for the period 2022—2023.

The methodological basis of the research is based on classical methods of linguistic analysis, such as content analysis,
which allows determining the means of verbalizing the notion of ecocide in the mass media, conceptual analysis, which
makes it possible to distinguish models of metaphorical representation of ecocide, componential analysis to track the
semantic features of the vocabulary used in researched publications, achievements of ecolinguistics and media ecology
are also involved. This study aims to trace how metaphor helps actualize the problem of ecocide in the media space,
to determine the basic models of its implementation in the German and Ukrainian mass media. Among the selected
metaphorical models, the anthropomorphic metaphorical model “NATURE — A LIVING BEING”, “NATURE — A
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VICTIM”; “WAR—A LIVING BEING / WAR—A HUMAN BEING”, “WAR —A DESTROYER” occupies a prominent place.
The mentioned metaphorical models allow perceiving an emotionally saturated portrait of the suffering of nature from
the destruction during the war. The metaphorical models “NATURE — TREASURE” and “ENVIRONMENT — HOME”
actualize the value of natural resources, biodiversity and ecological balance. The pragmatic effect of metaphorizing
the phenomenon of ecocide contributes to the formation of ecolinguistic consciousness in society, the definition of the
problem of ecocide as a criminal offence not only in Ukraine but also at the international level. Using the metaphor “THE
FIGHT FOR CLIMATE, NATURE — WAR”; “ECOCIDE — A THREAT TO HUMANITY AND THE WHOLE WORLD”
also defines the priority of ecological reconstruction of Ukraine after the war. It should be noted that the recorded media
contexts not only describe the problem but also directly call on society to counter the destruction of ecosystems in Ukraine

caused by the aggressive actions of the occupiers.
