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A PARADIGM SHIFT IN THE STUDY OF THE ASKLEPIOS CULT
IN THE HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE UNITED STATES IN THE LAST QUARTER
OF THE XIX CENTURY

In the US history of the final quarter of the nineteenth century, there was a paradigm shift in the study of the cult of
Asklepios. The given article examines this paradigm shift and its effects on the continued development of this problem.
The cult of Asklepios, the god of healing, was one of the most popular and prominent cults in ancient religion. It outlived
almost all other ancient Greek cults, having existed from the end of the sixth century BC to the fifth century AD. One of the
most significant periods in the history of the study of the cult of Asklepios was the last quarter of the nineteenth century,
since it was at that time that, thanks to archaeological excavations conducted at the sites of the temples of the healing god,
researchers gained access to a fresh, untapped array of material sources. American classical philologists and historians
of antiquity made a significant contribution to the study of the cult of Asklepios in this period. The emergence of the
American Archaeological Institute in 1879 and the American School of Classical Studies in Athens in 1881 significantly
spurred the development of antiquities in the United States, and in its context, the study of the cult of Asklepios. This
issue gained great popularity among scholars in many countries due to the emergence of new sources found during the
excavations of the temples of Asklepios in Athens and Epidaurus. The publications of American researchers of that time
can be divided into highly specialized ones, devoted to the study of material, epigraphic, numismatic, and iconographic
sources, and generalized ones, devoted to the controversial issues of the time. Among the representatives of the latter
group are Au. Ch. Merriam, L. Dyer, and E. Walton, who proposed new hypotheses regarding the essence of the god
Asclepius; the origin of his cult; the healing methods applied in the asclepieia; the relationship between temple and
secular medicine; and the influence of the cult of Asclepius on Christianity.
