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CONTINUOUS EDUCATION AS INTEGRATION OF FORMAL
AND NON-FORMAL TYPES OF EDUCATION: GLOBAL EXPERIENCE

The article analyzes the issue of the ratio of formal and non-formal types of education as a factor of person’’s continuous
education. The relevance of the problem is determined by the expediency of taking into account the results of non-formal
education along with the results of formal education to solve the problems of continuous education as a permanent
continuum of lifelong learning. The aim of the article is to reveal the foreign scientists’approaches to non-formal education
and its relations with formal education. The genesis of the ideas of continuous education in the world psychological and
pedagogical thought is highlighted as well as the inseparable connection of the concept of “non-formal education” with
the discourse of lifelong education is revealed. It is noted that non-formal education is an organized, structured, non-
institutionalized (without signs of a pattern) activity designed for subjects of the target group, carried out episodically and
in the short term and intended to achieve a certain set of goals. The distinctive features of non-formal education compared
to formal education are characterized. They are: orientation to specific educational requests of different groups (social,
professional, demographic) of the population; mainly short-term setting of goals limited geographically, contextually
or by the features of the group, broad participation and heterogeneity of target groups, self-sufficiency and invitation
of volunteer teachers or freelance teachers, involvement of non-professionals; the functional nature of the content, its
dependence on the local environment and the ability to respond sensitively to its needs; flexibility in organization and
teaching methods; lack of coercive nature of education, focus on people’s motivation and activity; high personal sense of
learning and learners’internal responsibility for the results of educational activities; development of personality qualities
that provide favourable conditions for personal life, successful participation in social and working life; providing an
opportunity to better understand and possibly change the surrounding social structure; development of mobility in the
rapidly changing conditions of the modern world; learners’self-assessment of the results obtained on the basis of criteria
which are important to them,; democratic relations between the participants of the educational process.
