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PATTERN - PRECONDITIONS OF APPLICATION AND SOME PERSPECTIVES
OF USING THE TERM IN MUSIC CULTUROLOGY

Pattern, as a term, holds a significant place in music culturology, being used to denote repeated musical structures that
define the composition's foundation. The author analyzes the origin and evolution of the concept of “pattern’ in various
scientific domains. Unique characteristics are identified for different types of patterns, their role in creating musical
form, and their influence on the emotional perception of musical works. The article also focuses on the prospects of using
patterns in music culture. It highlights the possibilities of utilizing patterns, their connection with other components of
musical and literary language, and their impact on the creation of innovative works. The successful implementation
of such approaches largely depends on a productive methodology that facilitates grasping the essence and specificity
of such issues. It is envisioned that the choice of the term “pattern” is one of the keys that will unlock a chain of
reasoning leading to ideological spheres. Consequently, comprehending the applied classifications of patterns to identify
the most appropriate ones in specific cases is necessary. It is noted that the term “pattern’ in music culturology possesses
considerable potential for further application and investigation. Its analysis contributes to the understanding of musical
structures, the creation of new compositional forms, and the expansion of musical experience. The author highlights the
importance of studying patterns in literary studies and their influence on the artistic value of a work. Understanding and
analyzing patterns help delve deeper into the essence of literary works, uncover their themes, symbolism, and the author s
intention. This article contributes to the development of music culturology and promotes further research on patterns
within the context of musical art. Furthermore, the need for continued exploration and application of patterns in various
spheres of musical practice, including composition, performance, arrangement, and music education, is emphasized. This
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can open new horizons for musical and literary creativity and foster a deeper understanding of culture as an essential

component of a nation's cultural heritage.
