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THE STRATEGY OF USING SOCIAL NETWORKS BY STUDENTS OF HIGHER
EDUCATION DURING BLENDED LEARNING OF THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

The article describes the key principles of blended learning and the prerequisites for its implementation. The paper
also discusses strategies for using social media by students to practice their English. Massive online courses, online
applications, online platforms, video games, and social networks have become part of the learning space of modern
students. At the same time, the greatest opportunities are available when learning foreign languages, as students have
access to a lot of modern, authentic, vivid and communicative-oriented materials.

Intoday s digital world, social media is no longer positioned as a means of communication or entertainment, but as a tool
for effective, conscious and active learning, which, along with the development of professional competencies, contributes
to the development of key soft skills (communication, cooperation, critical thinking, creativity). The accessibility of social
media, the ability to join interest groups, and to choose the audience for communication (from friends to celebrities and
experts in a particular field) make social media a powerful tool of influence. The multisensory orientation of educational
materials, brightness, compactness and dynamism in the presentation of information, authenticity of content, the possibility
of involving native speakers and cultural realities create a background for active, conscious and motivated learning, as
well as strong memorization of information.

When integrating social media into the classroom, the following teaching strategies are used: learning by doing, task-
based learning, and communicative and activity-based approach. Social media make it easier for students to study since
they concentrate on the presentation techniques that appeal to them most of all. Social networks are an effective means of
fostering interpersonal relationships that help students build their self-confidence, improve their ability to cooperate and
communicate, and provide emotional support. Social media can influence students’ educational and emotional spheres
when used in a methodologically sound way during the learning process. This ultimately improves learning outcomes
and fluency. Social networks enable the application of the fundamental principles of contemporary education: individual
approach, interactivity, multisensory focus, concise presentation of information, autonomy and activity.
