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THE CONCEPT OF 'RESISTANCE' WITHIN THE TRIAD OF NARRATIVES:
'NETWORK CENTRICITY' - 'PUBLIC SPACE' -'NETWORKED COMMUNITY"

In this study, in search of a methodology of ways of synergy through which actors participate in the creation of
discursive digital models of resistance, we consider communicative events not as a real fact, but as: an interpreted event of
the digital space; discursive processing, textual representation of resistance, which is identified with the help of cognitive
interpretation and integrationist verification. In this context, the purpose of the article is positioned as: the actualization of
the conceptual series of ‘resistance" in the digital English-language discourse, which includes the analysis of: 1) material
and social contexts in which texts are created and used for the implementation of social actions; 2) "network-centricity"
of people's interactions by means of texts in the virtual ‘public space’ (Doug, 2001); 3) analytical units of the social in the
form of sociocentric and (sociocentric network) and egocentric (egocentric network) networks as such, which include not
only individuals, but also various public and natural components that are tangential to the process or act by themselves,
influencing the social the system as a whole; 4) narrative nature of political discourse in cyberspace, which, thanks to
digital technologies, has moved from the register of collective consciousness to the register of elitist narrative; 5) power
games of the netocracy. The research puts forward hypotheses about: 1) superpanopticity of political discourse in the
process of creating effects: (1) implosion of freedom of expression; (2) authenticity of information, (3) actors' fascination
with scenarios of hyperrealist events and simulacra of meanings in cyberspace; 2) the essence of post-modern cultural
projects contained in the relations in the triad of spaces: ‘(1) material (hardware, software) — (2) symbolic (sofiware) —
(3) experimental (the individual's methods of information)’, where the cultural sphere life activities are represented by
symbols of hypertext culture and communication network (Bell, 2001, 6-30); 3) the concept of ‘resistance’is one of the
universal concepts with holophrastic uncertainty, where there is no isomorphism in linguistic implementation, due to the
peculiarities of the nomination of a number of situations in which the methods of resistance can be different: physical,
verbal, as well as purely mental, which do not have a clear external manifestation (internal resistance, reluctance to do
anything, restraint of emotions).
