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GEOPOETIC VECTORS OF UKRAINIAN FANTASY METAGENRE
IN THE FIRST DECADES OF THE XXI CENTURY

In contrast to the radical transformations on the ideological, thematic and structural levels of Ukrainian fantasy
metagenre in 2000-2020, its geopoetic plane does not undergo such noticeable changes, but reflects the shift in emphasis
associated with the renewal of the metagenre paradigm. For the first time, we define the main manifestations of geopoetic
vectors of the Ukrainian fantasy metagenre of the first decades of the XXI century, particularly in the comparative aspect.
The key in our article is to research the nature of the main exhibition of the ethno-national factor in this metagenre; we
identify the orientation of the national writers in the plane of foreign influence during 2000-2020, as well as we determine
the methods of national marking of depicted events in non-urban fantasy texts of the period.
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The coordinates of the geopoetics of the national fantasy 2000—2020 are determined mainly by issues of tradition,
adaptation of the world tendencies in fantasy literature, and extra-literary factors of the national present. Given the
importance of ethnomaterial for the new Ukrainian fantasy, a significant role in this metagenre of the XXI century belongs
to proto-fantasy texts — first of all, by M. Kotsyubynskyi and Lesia Ukrainka, therefore the pantheistic nature of the
Carpathian entourage and corresponding stylizations should be considered a sign of the analyzed modern massif. This
marker of the national tradition does not remove the artistic corps with such inclusions from the format of the urban
subgenre. In Ukrainian fantasy of 2010-2020, the urban subgenre is also the most sensitive to the influence of the East.
The national marking of the non-urban fantasy world as (ancient) Ukrainian in the works of the XXI century does not
make noticeable changes in the plot plane and is mainly emblematic, although it is of decisive importance at the level of
pathos, subtextual interpretation of events. Developing organically with world tendencies, the modern Ukrainian fantasy
assimilates the metagenre paradigm transformed to trinity, but does not yet produce geopoetic typical constants for the
middle link of this paradigm, focusing on the ethical plane. The development of conditional topos of virtualization is at
the initial stage too.

The first thematic vector of the geopoetics of Ukrainian modern fantasy is ethno-national, embodied mainly in the
Carpathian entourage. The dominant urban subgenre in connection with the reception of socially significant events and
phenomena motivates the topographic accuracy of the country's cities. The attraction of the Ukrainian writer in the

2010-2020s to the Eastern cultural tradition can also be qualified as a geopoetic vector of fantasy literature.
The third basic vector of the analyzed geopoetics is the means of marking the depicted events as ongoing on ancient
Ukrainian lands. The above thoughts can be clarified and developed in a large-scale and prospective study of geopoetic

manifestations of the modern Ukrainian fantasy novel.
