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RUSSIFICATION POLICY IN THE GRAND DUCHY OF FINLAND (1899-1917):
CAUSES, COURSE OF EVENTS AND CONSEQUENCES

The proposed article describes the main principles of the Russian Empire’s national policy towards Finland from
the late 19th century to 1917. The author of the publication reveals the main reasons and content of the Russification
policy, as well as its impact on the further development of the Finnish nation. From the second half of the nineteenth
century, the national consciousness of Finnish society began to crystallize thanks to the efforts of local intellectuals and
political figures. This situation alarmed the leadership of the Russian Empire, despite the fact that the Finnish political
elite tried to maintain mutually beneficial relations with him. However, with the accession to the throne of Nicholas II,
a gradual process of Russification of Finland began, with the aim of its full integration with the empire. The first stage
of Russification (1899—1905) was the most severe and unpleasant for the Finns, because the measures taken during this
period greatly limited their autonomy. At this time, the Finns tried to resist the actions of the tsarist administration through
manifestations of passive resistance (boycotts, strikes, sabotage, petitions, etc.). With the beginning of the First Russian
Revolution (1905-1907), the Russian leadership, against the background of instability and threats to the integrity of the
empire, decided to weaken its Russification policy towards Finland, so they made certain concessions to it. Laws passed
during this period were suspended and the Finns were able to elect their Parliament (Eduskunta) by universal suffrage.
After a few years, however, Nicholas Il decided to resume an offensive on Finnish autonomy, which was the beginning of
the second stage of Russification (1908—1917), which was less active than the previous and almost felt after the outbreak
of World War I. These events showed that the Finns were able to fight back in the struggle for their national rights and
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autonomous status, the program of Russification was not implemented, and the unity and identity of the Finnish society
was strengthened. It is because of this unity and dedication to the common cause that the Finns will subsequently be able
to gain independence and build their own independent state after the collapse of the Russian Empire in 1917.
