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DETERMINING THE FUNCTIONS OF ART OBJECTS
IN INTERIOR DESIGN MODERN LIBRARY

The article considers the main functional areas of using art objects in modern libraries, as an opportunity to increase
the aesthetics of the environment, cultural enrichment and stimulation of interest in science, art and culture, conveying
certain information to the audience, forming new associations in the visitor, strengthening accents, and in some cases,
the reception of visual changes and zoning of space. The purpose of the article is to analyze and define the main functions
of art objects in the interior design of modern libraries, which provide specific meaning in emphasizing and revealing a
certain theme and function of the premises. The novelty of the article lies in the study of new trends in the development
of the meaningful filling of the modern environment, which is caused by the rethinking of the use of art objects and the
determination of their functional purpose in the interior space of modern libraries. As a result of the analysis, the main
functions of art objects in the interior design of a modern library were defined and structured, and a certain relationship
of types and genres of works of art with the corresponding theme, purpose and function of the interior space of a modern
library was analyzed. The results of the research are presented and confirmed in a visual table developed by the authors
of the article, which demonstrates typical examples of modern practices. Conclusions. In the context of the study,
it was found that art objects in the library environment should not just enhance the aesthetics of the space, acting as
decorative elements, but also play their specific role — be used in essence and in the meaning of functional art objects.
Art objects in any, and even more so in the interior space of modern libraries, should form logical and appropriate
compositional complexes that are meaningfully connected in a single thematic environment with a specific functional

purpose of the room.
