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THE PHILOSOPHICAL CONCEPT OF HAUPTMANN
IN THE CULTURAL AND HISTORICAL CONTEXT

The article examines the philosophical concept of Hauptmann in the cultural and historical context. The author
analyzes the philosophical concept of Hauptmann, understood as the writer's worldview. The author substantiates the
theoretical and poetic thought of the artist of the word, which is self-reflexive in nature. It is noted that the ontological
nature of Hauptmann's consciousness as a modernist writer is manifested in the creative act of cognition of the world and
comprehension of his being in it.

The article notes that the personal existential task, its global meaning (to write dramas, as Hauptmann argued) are
revealed through the understanding of a single dramatic fate — universal inclusion in existence. It, being the object of
the German playwright's speech activity, is revealed in his works as a special reality of the everyday world, which now
appears as an important part of culture. The author emphasizes one of the leading problems of literature at the turn of the
XIX=XX centuries: building certain relations with the world of everyday life, acceptance and cognition of the world by a
subject who is aware of the need to master and contact with this world. It is worth noting that, in general, this problem is
raised in literary texts somewhat earlier than it is fixed in philosophy. The emphasis is placed on the fact that the subject
of depiction in the works of naturalists, with whom Hauptmann partially comes into contact, is the ordinary world.

Their works, although created almost in parallel with the philosophy of life that emphasizes everyday life, precede the
ontological reflections on the world of the German existentialist philosopher Martin Heidegger. It is proved that literature
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becomes the leading one in the dialogue with philosophy, since it is in fiction that the concept of the world, previously
associated in philosophical works only with the powerful, cultural consciousness of the subject, which acquires its world
at the moment when it almost completely withdraws into itself, is manifested and aesthetically fixed.
