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THE IMPACT OF ART ON PERSONALITY DEVELOPMENT
AND THE CULTURAL IDENTITY FORMATION

The article describes the potential impact of engaging with art on personality development processes and the formation
of cultural identity. Wartime challenges limit the harmonious and integral development of Ukrainian citizens. Therefore,
a crucial task today is creating conditions that foster personal development in future generations and their sense of
belonging to the Ukrainian ethno-cultural community. Special attention is needed for interventions at the individual level
in this problem area, considering the high sensitivity of individuals during personality formation. Given the enormous
challenges faced by Ukrainian society, there arises the need for effective yet low-intensity individual interventions.
From this point, engagement in art can act as a protective factor against post-traumatic stress symptoms and serve as a
foundation for overcoming the developmental crisis brought on by war conditions. The purpose of the study is to highlight
how art possibly influences personality development and cultural identity formation through modern aesthetic experience
models.

According to the highlighted results, interaction with works of art can contribute to the improvement of necessary
abilities that form the basis for personality development. In particular, active involvement in the creative process has
been determined to be effective to fostering problem-solving skills, decision-making, and emotional self-expression.
Creating an artwork is associated with the improvement of analytical abilities and the convergent thinking. Conversely,
contemplation is viewed as an activity that bolsters emotional self-regulation, enhances the metallisation capacity of
oneself and others’, and improves cognitive functions, including divergent thinking, synthesis, perceptual problem-
solving, and abstraction. Moreover, both forms of interaction with the work of art play a valuable role in the mediation
of cultural identity formation, which is especially important in light of the risk of losing Ukrainian identity under hybrid
warfare conditions. The perception and interpretation of artwork, according to review results, help form the ability to
distinguish cultural elements, assign emotional associations, and facilitate self-identification through sensory experience;
this activity can contribute in assimilating new forms of identity interpretation, both through artworks from one'’s own
cultural environment and those of others. Instead, the process of creating an artwork involves individualising the image
of oneself as part of a specific group, reinforcing a sense of belonging, and discovering new meanings in the formula of

“we are Ukrainians.”
