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The article examines various factors that influence motivation in the context of English language learning by non-native
speakers. An attempt is made to identify strategies and techniques that can increase the motivation of non-native speakers
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to learn English effectively. The article delves into the key role played by motivation in the context of learning English
(L2) by non-language students. The dichotomy between integrative and instrumental motivation is explored, emphasising
their different impact on English language proficiency and interest in learning English. Integrative motivation refers
to students’ intrinsic desire to integrate and assimilate into the culture of the English-speaking community. This type of
motivation often stems from an interest in forming meaningful connections, understanding cultural nuances, and achieving
a sense of belonging to the L2 community. The paper suggests that students who are motivated by integrative motivation
are likely to achieve higher levels of language proficiency and demonstrate greater persistence in their learning. In
contrast, instrumental motivation is characterised by the practical benefits and tangible rewards that English language
learning can provide. For students of non-language majors, this often includes better career prospects, higher academic
performance, and improved global communication skills. The article emphasises that although instrumental motivation
can effectively motivate students to achieve specific language learning goals, it may not always promote deep and lasting
engagement with the language. The article emphasises that understanding and utilising the role of motivation, both
integrative and instrumental, is crucial in teaching English to non-native speakers. By creating a motivating learning
environment, teachers can significantly improve students’ language acquisition and long-term interest in English. The
ideas presented in this article are a valuable resource for teachers who want to improve the effectiveness of their English
language teaching practices.
