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THE INFLUENCE OF THE REFORMATION UPON THE DEVELOPMENT
OF EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS IN MEDIEVAL

The article proves that the Reformation is an important social, political, and cultural phenomenon of modern history
and it has significant impact upon the development of educational institutions in Europe. Considering this, the aim of the
article is to reveal the impact of Reformation upon the development of various educational institutions in Europe and find
out the role of Reformation in enhancing the quality and accessibility of education in European schools and universities.
The impact of the Reformation was analyzed and it was proved that it caused significant changes within the structure and
content of educational process. the article explains the importance of the reformation ideas upon the school education as
well. It was uncovered that the most considerable change related to learning of the Bible using the native language. The
authors substantiated the transit from traditional educational program to practical training. The changes of methodology
concerned the introduction of individual learning, independent learning, and the use of active methods such as dialogues,
debates, and discussions. It was found that new educational institutions appeared during the Reformation. The reasons
included: the necessity to conduct religious reforms, intellectual renovation and training of scholars, formation of national
and religious identity; increasing the popularity of education; and invention of book printing. The positive changes of the
Reformation were the following: the use of national languages within the educational process; extension of educational
possibilities; popularization of education among girls, modernization of educational programs; improvement of method
of learning; formation of critical thinking among students, conducting of researches in different scientific field. It was
proved that educational institutions were the key facilities to provide intellectual, cultural, and social progress of western
