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FORGOTTEN PERFORMERS AND REPERTOIRE
OF CLASSICAL SAXOPHONE IN THE BINNING OF XX CENTURY

Following the death of Adolphe Sax, his primary invention began to fade somewhat from memory in Western Europe,
while the trajectory of saxophone development shifted towards the United States. Several decades prior to the rapid
emergence and development of jazz, this instrument was actively used in wind bands popular in the USA. It was from these
ensembles that the first performing virtuosos emerged. These performers also actively contributed to the popularization
of the saxophone and the expansion of its repertoire. Among the most notable musicians were Elise Hall, Rudy Wiedoeft,
and Jascha Gurewich.
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Elise Hall, an American performer, was a self-taught musician who began mastering the saxophone at the age of 42.
Her motivation for engaging with the instrument stemmed from medical advice regarding the health benefits of playing a
wind instrument. Hall did not consider herself a virtuoso performer and never claimed to be one, but thanks to medical
recommendations that later evolved into a passionate hobby, she introduced saxophone masterpieces authored by Claude
Debussy, Florent Schmitt, and others to the world. Due to significant wealth inherited from her relatives, Elise could
sustain a music club and commission works from composers, thus contributing to the development of academic saxophone
at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries.

Rudy Wiedoeft and Jascha Gurewich, on the contrary to Hall, were virtuoso performers who embarked on their creative
journey in the renowned Sousa's Band. Both saxophonists engaged in extremely active concert activities in the United
States, as well as toured internationally, made a significant number of recordings, appeared on radio broadcasts, filled
auditoriums at renowned venues such as Carnegie Hall and Aeolian Hall, authored instructional materials, composed
original works, and arranged repertoire from other instruments. They were the first to define the possibility of the classical
saxophone presence on stage as a serious solo instrument. Several decades after the creative peak of Wiedoeft and
Gurewich, this was conclusively demonstrated to the world by Marcel Mule and Sigurd Rascher.

Today, saxophonists largely encounter works by composers of Adolphe Sax's era (e.g., J.B. Singelée, J. Demersseman,
etc.) and the output of mid-20th-century artists who were inspired by Mule s and Rascher s performances. Simultaneously,
the existence of the classical saxophone after Adolphe Sax s death and before the 1930s is an important period, which has

its heroes and unfairly forgotten gems of repertoire.
