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LITERARY DIMENSIONS OF “NEW HUMANISM”:
WAYS OF IMPLEMENTATION OF POSTHUMANIST THEORY
IN CONTEMPORARY FICTION

The article is devoted to the study of the theoretical aspect of the implenetation of ideas and concepts realted to the
philosophical and worldview paradigm of the so-called «new humanismy in the fiction of the late 20" and early 21*
centuries. Such a study of not merely the peculiarities of the «new humanismy as a group of post-anthropocentric schools
in modern Western philosophy, but rather of the corresponding literary process of the postmodern era is promising and
poses specific scientific interest due to the insufficient degree of coverage of these issues in national literary studies, in
comparison to current works of foreign specialized researchers in the field of history and theory of literature and literary
criticism.

The article provides the points of view of leading literary scholars, philosophers and cultural scientists on the specified
problem: Stefan Herbrechter, Manuela Rossini, Ivan Kallus, Peter Boxall, Pramod K. Nayar, Donna R. White, Serenella
lovino and of other researchers; the latest literary scientific and scientific-journalistic publications on the topic are
indicated; among other things, ways of implementing ideas and concepts that belong to the group of «new humanismy
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(posthumanism, philosophical posthumanism, metahumanism, etc.) in modern fiction are considered (on the examples of
the novels «Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep?» by Philip K. Dick, «The Road» by Cormac Mc Carthy, «Never Let
Me Goy by Kazuo Ishiguro and «Zone Oney by Colson Whitehead), other key literary discourse characteristic features of
the posthumanist philosophical view on the essence of man are outlined, finally, the essentially post-structuralist principle
of universal posthumanist reading of the fiction text from the position of «otherness» is considered. As a result of the
analysis of the corpus of scientific works of specialized researchers on the topic it was established, that in the late 20" and
early 21* centuries fiction there exists a clearly defined posthumanist ideological core that highlights topics and problems
which are relevant for the modern interdisciplinary discourse on humanism renewal; moreover, such forms correspond to
the directions that are formed and developed at this stage of the ongoing discussion about the nature of man.
