INTEGRATING THE PROJECT-BASED LEARNING
INTO ESP COURSE FOR ECONOMISTS

The article outlines the use of the project-based learning method in teaching English for specific purposes in higher
education institutions. This research highlights the project-based learning method as an effective way to develop students’
communicative competence in English and at the same time enhance their professional skills. The study aims to explore
the organisational stages and aspects of implementing learning projects in the ESP course. With the changes in society
and the creation of a single international educational space it is necessary to develop foreign language professional
communicative competence, which includes linguistic, sociolinguistic, sociocultural knowledge and communication
skills. This research emphasizes the importance of integrating the project-based learning method in teaching professional
English in the field of economic education. The use of project-based learning can foster students’ autonomy and
independence in the learning process.

The study provides the key stages of a project which include determining the research subject, selecting a topic and
project type, brainstorming, assigning tasks, searching for information and data gathering, analysing and interpreting
data. The final stage involves students presenting their findings to their peers and teachers through various means such
as presentations, reports, or multimedia formats.

The article presents a step-by-step description and algorithm of a learning project for business plan development by
students majoring in management, finance, and marketing. This study also illustrates and justifies the possibility of combining
or creating smaller projects within a larger educational project. At the same time, the specificity of such teaching method
makes it possible to divide and rearrange the groups of students with several participants into larger teams.

1t is essential to note that ESP and project-based learning share the same goal of achieving language proficiency and
promoting language learning. ESP and project-based learning integrate and create a supportive learning environment
that guarantees successful language acquisition.
