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GENESIS OF THE CONCEPT OF ECOLOGICAL CITIZENSHIP
IN FOREIGN SCIENTIFIC AND PEDAGOGICAL DISCOURSE

The article highlights the genesis of the development of the concept “ecological citizenship” in foreign scientific and
pedagogical discourse. It has been found that the origin of the notion of ecological citizenship goes back to the 1940s,
when the concept of bioethical citizenship appeared in the USA. It is outlined that the concept under study as a symbiosis
of citizenship and ecologically responsible behavior of a person in relation to environmental protection, being updated and
expanded in the late 1990s, will help humanity to face global environmental problems. It is emphasized that today regulatory
measures of the state and the involvement of “green” technologies by business are not enough for nature protection, but
purposeful educational activities of educational institutions, in particular in the field of higher education, where it is
possible to combine education and science in the formation of ecological citizenship of young people, are not enough. The
understanding of environmental citizenship in relation to the sustainable development of society is that individuals can not
only offer political support for environmental initiatives, but also contribute to sustainable development through individual
efforts, commitments and everyday activities. At the same time, ecological citizenship implies moral values, a general sense
of responsibility and self-sacrifice of each person. It is noted that a person with a formed ecological citizenship has a
consistent and sufficient amount of knowledge, as well as the necessary skills, values, attitudes and competences in order to
be able to act for the good of society and actively participate as an agent of change in the social sphere of life at the local,
national and global levels, through individual and collective actions aimed at solving modern environmental problems and
preventing the creation of new environmental problems, aiming at sustainable development, as well as the development of
healthy relations with nature, taking into account justice between and within generations.
