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ORGANOLOGY OF PLUCKED STRING INSTRUMENTS
FROM ORIGINS TO MODERNITY

The study examines the historical development of stringed plucked instruments, covering the period from
ancient civilizations to the modern era. It explores the structural features, playing techniques, and the evolution
of these instruments across various cultures, including Ancient Egypt, Greece, India, medieval southern Europe,
and Ukraine. The predecessors of the guitar, such as the kinnor, nabla, vina, forminga, kithara, lute, chitarrone,
theorbo, archlute, baroque guitar, and torban, are analyzed. Their influence on the development of musical art
within the indicated historical timeframe is considered. Additionally, the role of craftsmen in improving these
instruments, as well as their diversity, transformations, and integration into modern musical culture, is highlighted.
A roster of composers who wrote for these stringed plucked instruments and contributed to their popularization is
presented. The basso continuo style, prominent in Italy, dominated as accompaniment for singing and dancing. The
theorbo was used in operas to accompany soloists, as well as in solo performances and church music. The guitar,
as a representative of stringed plucked instruments, underwent several significant structural changes during that
period, including the introduction of six single strings, which eventually became the standard for the classical
guitar. In the 19th century, master Antonio Torres improved the guitar's design, laying the foundation for its
modern form.

The study also explores the cultural role of the guitar, its development during the Baroque, Classical, and Romantic
periods, as well as the contributions of key figures such as Antonio Stradivari, Francisco Tarrega, and Andrés Segovia.
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The latter popularized the guitar as an academic instrument, making it an integral part of the 20th-century concert
stage. As a result, the guitar combines the richness of historical heritage with contemporary trends, remaining a versatile

instrument for performing music in various styles.
