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THE SCANDINAVIAN FACTOR
IN THE ETHNIC IDENTITY OF THE PEOPLES OF EUROPE

The Scandinavian factor is understood as a set of demographic, political, economic, and symbolic influences originating
in Northern Europe during the Viking Age and the subsequent centuries. It significantly affected the mechanisms through
which ethnic identities were formed in different parts of the continent. This article examines how Scandinavian migrations,
military mobility, trade networks, dynastic marriages, and cultural transfers shaped collective notions of “self” and
“other” in medieval England, Normandy, the Irish Sea zone, the Baltic region, and Eastern Europe. It is shown that
Scandinavian presence operated not only as an external impulse but also as a catalyst of internal social consolidation —
through the integration of elites, the standardization of practices of rule, symbolic appropriation, and everyday forms of
coexistence within mixed communities in towns, borderlands, retinue-based milieus, and trading centres.

Methodologically, the study relies on an interdisciplinary combination of historiographical analysis, a comparative-
historical approach, and the interpretation of material indicators of contact. It is emphasized that ethnic identity in
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the Early and High Middle Ages functioned as a fluid and multi-layered construct: its markers could include not only
language or origin, but also law, confessional affiliation, political loyalty, status, and embeddedness in networks of
exchange.

Special attention is paid to historiographical debates on the Norman factor in the formation of the political
community of Rus’and to the interaction of Scandinavian and Slavic components in culture, onomastics, and the material
environment. A comparative analysis of Western and Eastern European cases makes it possible to refine the concept of
ethnic identity as an outcome of contacts, conflicts, and communicative spaces that changed along with political regimes
and Christianization. It is argued that the Scandinavian factor was most clearly manifested in frontier and contact zones,
where hybrid models of self-description emerged and narratives of origin became instruments for legitimizing power. The
practical value of the study lies in the possibility of using the proposed scheme of channels of influence in university courses
on European history and for the critical analysis of politicized interpretations of the past, in which “the Scandinavian”

sometimes substitutes for the complex processes of internal development.
