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CEMETERY AS AN EDUCATIONAL SPACE

Research on burial sites has attracted the attention of leading Ukrainian and foreign scholars. Researchers emphasize
that cemeteries are valuable resources for understanding past eras and highlight their significance in the contemporary
world. Necropolises possess considerable educational potential, functioning as authentic open-air museums. Cemetery
excursions offer alternative learning approaches and innovative pedagogical methodologies in an informal setting.
The primary objectives of this study are to analyze contemporary scholarly works on cemetery studies and explore the
potential of burial grounds in educational contexts. Monuments and memorial complexes commemorating significant
state historical events, as well as those dedicated to prominent individuals, serve a crucial role in fostering patriotic
education and cultural awareness. Strategic planning and comprehensive understanding of factors influencing cemetery
development can transform these spaces into multidimensional educational environments where burial sites represent just
one aspect of their broader significance. Utilizing necropolises for educational purposes provides extensive opportunities
for intellectual development. This approach enables interdisciplinary exploration across multiple academic domains,
including: history, pedagogy, genealogy, archival studies, bibliography, vexillology, heraldry, source studies, demography,
epigraphy, prosopography, phaleristics, tourism studies, local history, art history, architecture, demographic statistics.
Technological innovations, such as smartphone and tablet applications, can transform cemetery environments into
interactive historical journeys. These digital tools facilitate real-time inscription translation, biographical information
retrieval, contextual details about buried individuals, identification of tombstone and sculpture creators. Potential
educational activities include developing virtual thematic tours, creating video lectures, designing historical quests,
leveraging social media for disseminating biographical information, contributing to online encyclopedic entries.
