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SOCIAL AND CULTURAL FACTORS IN SHAPING YOUTH CIVIC COMPETENCE:
A MODEL OF CIVIC CAPITAL

Young people aged 15 to 24 are a key group capable of shaping civil society, but their potential is often limited by a
lack of awareness of democratic mechanisms and the influence of misinformation. This article analyses the socio-cultural
factors that determine the civic competence of young people and develops a new conceptual model — youth civic capital. In
this study, civic competence is seen as a complex ability that combines knowledge of democratic processes, practical skills
of participation in public life, value orientations based on the principles of justice, human rights and social responsibility,
as well as motivation for active civic engagement. The proposed concept of «youth civic capitaly includes three main
components: cognitive (knowledge of democratic institutions, rights and responsibilities), practical (communication,
advocacy, critical thinking skills) and value-motivational (tolerance, responsibility, and the pursuit of social justice).
These components are formed through interaction with the socio-cultural environment, which includes education,
media, civic initiatives and cultural practices. The socio-cultural factors are classified into three categories: formative
(education, social norms), which provide the basis for knowledge and values, practical (civil society organisations,
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media), which provide opportunities for applying skills, and contextual (cultural identity, globalisation influences), which
define the socio-cultural background. Based on this classification, a three-level model was developed: the accumulation
of knowledge through education, its integration into practical skills through civic activities, and its implementation
through civic initiatives such as volunteering or participation in elections. The model allows us to systematically assess
the impact of factors and optimise them in practical programmes. The analysis of current trends has identified four key
areas that influence youth civic competence: digitalisation, which is manifested in the active use of social media for civic
initiatives, such as online petitions, individualisation, which is reflected in the combination of personal interests with
civic engagement, such as through social entrepreneurship, glocalisation, which integrates global and local values, as in
international programmes; and the integration of the arts into civic education, which uses cultural practices to promote
civic engagement. The study fills a gap in understanding how the socio-cultural context shapes young people’s civic

consciousness and provides practical recommendations for improving civic education.
