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RITUAL, MYTH AND RELIGIOUS FUNCTION OF THE LUPERCALIA
IN ANCIENT ROME

Research Objective: to analyze the features of the ritual and determine the religious function of the Lupercalia festival.
Methodology is based on the principle of scientific rigor and involves general scientific methods such as analysis and synthesis,
as well as content analysis. Scientific novelty lies in the examination of the debated aspects of the Lupercalia ritual and in
identifying its religious function. Conclusions. The study allows us to conclude that, despite considerable historiographical
interest in various aspects of the Lupercalia festival, its interpretation — like that of other ancient cult practices — remains a
complex scholarly challenge. Although many sources have survived, most provide only fragmentary descriptions of the ritual.
In cases of more detailed accounts, such as in Ovid, the author offers multiple interpretations of individual elements of the
ceremony. The origin of the ritual remains a matter of scholarly debate: does it stem from Indo-European roots or from Etruscan
influences? The difficulty of interpretation is partly due to obscure elements that puzzled even ancient authors, including the
sacrifice of a dog, the nudity of the Luperci during the run, and the run itself. Modern scholars also note that the Lupercalia
contains unique features with no direct analogues in other cultural rituals. At the same time, there is reason to believe that
the ceremony included magical components aimed at achieving specific goals — purification, fertility, and protection from
malevolent forces. Through its archaic ritual actions, the Lupercalia reflected prehistoric mythological beliefs and fulfilled one
of the essential religious functions: fostering social cohesion by involving a broad community in a shared sacred act. Moreover,
the Lupercalia illustrate the complex interplay between myth, ritual, and social structure. Despite gradual transformations over
time, the ritual largely retained its original structure until the end of the 5th century CE.
