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LINGUICOGNITIVE MODELING OF IDENTITY:
MODERN APPROACHES AND METHODOLOGICAL CHALLENGES

The article explores the linguocognitive modeling of identity in contemporary media discourse, with a special emphasis
on the analysis of English-language materials covering events in Ukraine during the war. In the context of global crises
and information transformations, the issue of identity formation becomes particularly relevant, since the media not only
reflect, but also construct reality, influencing the collective “I” through linguistic means. The research focuses on how
language serves as a tool for conceptualizing national identity, what cognitive mechanisms (frames, metaphors, concepts)
are used to represent it, and what ideological guidelines, values, and beliefs are hidden or explicitly encoded in media
messages. To achieve the goal, a comprehensive methodological approach was applied, combining frame analysis (to
identify structured knowledge about concepts), analysis of conceptual metaphors (to explore abstract notions of identity),
discourse analysis (to analyze contextual features of representation), and elements of critical discourse analysis (to identify
ideological components and power relations). Special attention is paid to a review of modern research in this field, where
there is a tendency to integrate cognitive, cultural and sociolinguistic approaches. Examples from English-language media,
in particular articles from “The Time” about the war in Ukraine, are analyzed to demonstrate how different frames and
metaphors shape perceptions of the country and its identity. It is found that the image of Ukraine in the media can vary
from a victim and an exhausted side to a symbol of resistance and resilience. The need to develop a “hybrid” methodology
that combines the strengths of cognitive and critical approaches is justified for a deeper understanding of the dynamics of
linguistic identity formation in the context of information challenges, political polarization, and global turbulence. Such an
approach will allow taking into account both mental structures of perception and the socio-ideological context, providing a
multidimensional analysis of linguistic mechanisms and discursive strategies.
