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FROM THEORY TO CONDITIONS: THE CONCEPT
OF “PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS” IN THE CONTEXT OF EARLY ENGLISH
LANGUAGE LEARNING IN UKRAINE

The article analyzes the concept of "pedagogical conditions" in Ukrainian academic literature and compares it with
Western frameworks, particularly learning environment and educational conditions. Based on the study, a model for
analyzing the factors influencing the formation of pedagogical conditions is proposed and applied to the context of early
English language learning. The author emphasizes the need to conceptualize pedagogical conditions as a multidimensional
construct shaped at the intersection of personal, social, institutional, and cultural factors. It is argued that the focus of
pedagogical condition research should shift from formal and often declarative definitions toward a comprehensive, holistic
approach that accounts for real needs, a dynamic context, and the participation of all stakeholders in the educational
process.

A comparative analysis of concepts in Ukrainian and Western pedagogy suggests that the term pedagogical conditions
encompasses personal, organizational, content-related, and environmental components that are purposefully structured
to achieve educational goals. In the Western tradition, more commonly used terms are learning environment and learning
conditions, which tend to be narrower and more fragmented in scope. Learning environment emphasizes physical, social,
and emotional context of learning, while learning conditions describe specific factors influencing the learning process,
such as space, resources, safety, and emotional readiness.

This study argues that pedagogical conditions should be viewed as a dynamic system of interaction between all
participants in the educational process within a specific sociocultural context. Such a perspective opens up opportunities
for the development of adaptive models of early education in response to modern challenges, particularly in the field of
English language learning.
