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POST-WAR INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE (1946-1965)
IN THE WORKS OF SOVIET SCHOLARS OF THE LATE 1980S —- EARLY 1990S

The article analyses Soviet historiography of the perestroika period (late 1980s — early 1990s) concerning the
industrial development of post-war Ukraine between 1946 and 1965.

It has been established that Gorbachev's perestroika introduced a number of positive changes into the socio-political
life of the Ukrainian SSR: the policy of glasnost, the construction of a “humane socialism with a human face,” pluralism
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of opinions, the easing of Russification and attempts to rectify distortions in the national question, the partial lifting of
censorship, permission to publish new newspapers and previously banned books, the cessation of persecution of dissidents,
the emergence of public movements and political parties opposing the CPSU, and the rehabilitation of victims of political
repression. All of these changes inevitably influenced representatives of Soviet historical scholarship. The weakening of
control by the party-bureaucratic apparatus and the security services created opportunities for a more objective and less
ideologically driven scholarly inquiry. Nevertheless, the continued existence of the Soviet system still cast a questionable
shadow over the working conditions and the overall quality of the final scholarly output produced by Soviet researchers.

The article demonstrates that the primary indicator of genuine (albeit partial) democratic transformation during
this period, as opposed to merely declarative reforms, was the opening of selected collections within Soviet archival
institutions as a result of the glasnost policy. The combination of even a highly limited liberalization of socio-political life
with archival access led to the emergence of numerous document collections and materials, along with a qualitatively new
monographic studies and general works on industrial development.

The author concludes that the perestroika period brought significant shifts to the thematic orientation of Ukrainian
Soviet historiography. The liberalization of socio-political life, the policy of glasnost, the opening of archival collections,
and the publication of previously banned literature provided a powerful impetus for the re-evaluation of numerous topics
in modern history. Among them, the industrial development of post-war Ukraine remained one of the most relevant.
However, the above-mentioned scientific factors made it possible to look at this thematic area from a new perspective:
a more objective evaluation of achievements, coupled with the identification of errors and miscalculations, significantly
increased the scholarly value of the works produced during this period in comparison with those of earlier decades.
Moreover, the gradual shift of Ukrainian historians toward a Ukrainian-centric perspective and the awakening of national
consciousness anticipated Ukraine’s attainment of independence and marked the beginning of a new era for a free and

independent Ukrainian historical science.
