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ORDERS AND PROPAGANDA: HOW THE HONOR SYSTEMS OF THE USA
AND USSR BECAME INSTRUMENTS OF IDEOLOGICAL STRUGGLE
DURING THE COLD WAR (1947-1991)

This article reveals how orders and medals of the USA and USSR transformed into weapons of ideological warfare
between 1947 and 1991. The author demonstrates that ordinary awards unexpectedly became powerful tools for
influencing public opinion and shaping patriotic sentiments. Special attention is given to how American and Soviet award
traditions began serving entirely different purposes — not simply recognizing merit, but propagating ideology.

The work is based on the study of archival documents, official award regulations, speeches by state leaders, and newspaper
publications of those years. Award ceremonies, methods of presenting information in the press, and the symbolic meaning
of the main honors — the American Presidential Medal of Freedom and the Soviet Order of Lenin — are analyzed in detail.

An interesting pattern emerges: the award systems of the two countries reflected their radically different worldviews.
While Americans glorified individual achievements, democracy, and freedom of choice through their honors, Soviet
authorities emphasized the importance of collective labor, socialist ideals, and loyalty to the Communist Party.

1t becomes clear that awards became a powerful instrument for creating images of friends and enemies, influencing
people's moods, and justifying political decisions on the international stage. Solemn award ceremonies transformed into
real spectacles designed to convey necessary ideas to both their own citizens and the entire world.
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The research proves that using awards for propaganda purposes became a vivid feature of the Cold War era, leaving
a deep mark on the historical memory of Americans and Soviet people. The author explains the specific ways in which the
prestige and symbolic power of orders and medals served grand politics.
