SIGHT-READING ON PERCUSSION INSTRUMENTS:
BEFORE STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM

The article is devoted to the problem of developing sight-reading in students in the process of learning to play
percussion instruments. It was determined that the formation of sight-reading skills in percussion musicians is an urgent
need. It was found that sight-reading is one of the main vectors of the lecturer's activity with students in the process of
their professional training. It was determined that the formation of sight-reading skills on percussion instruments is
characterized by specific features. Based on the analysis of scientific and methodological literature, the main issues on
this issue are outlined, which have been clarified in the authors’ scientific works. The contribution of foreign scientists,
lecturers-practitioners in the field of percussion instruments to the consideration of this issue is determined. The purpose
of the work is to highlight the specific features that affect the mastery of sight-reading skills on percussion instruments.
The essence of «sight-reading» in reference sources and scientific literature is determined. Based on the analysis of
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scientific research, the significance and influence of the mastered sight-reading skills on the professional growth of the
student are emphasized and determined. According to the results of the study of scientific and methodological sources
devoted to the problem of developing sight-reading on percussion instruments, specific features that affect the mastery
of sight-reading skill have been identified and characterized. It has been established that the focus on the optimal
reproduction of specific techniques, strokes, and playing techniques used when playing percussion instruments can
affect the improvement of sight-reading. It has been determined that the formation of sight-reading skills on pitched
keyboard percussion instruments, due to its specific difference from mastering the specified skill on unpitched percussion
instruments, can be an obstacle to its development on these constructions by the student. It has been revealed that the
musical notation of modern works for percussion instruments can inhibit the sight-reading process. It has been established
that the concentration of a percussion musician on coordinating the parts of the performing apparatus with each other
can create obstacles to improving the sight-reading skills. It has been found that the specificity of sound reproduction on
percussion instruments, the topographical features of the percussion instruments of a certain group complicate the sight-
reading. It has been determined that the lack of access to percussion instruments for independent training in sight-reading

by students prevents the rapid mastery of the skill.
