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DIGITAL DIPLOMACY OF THE UKRAINIAN DIASPORA
DURING RUSSIA’S FULL-SCALE INVASION OF UKRAINE (2022-2025)

This article analyzes the digital diplomacy of the Ukrainian diaspora during the full-scale Russian invasion
(2022-2025), focusing on the transformation of collective action mechanisms within the social media environment and
the interplay between institutional and non-institutional actors. The core research problem is to clarify the diaspora's role
as an autonomous agent of public and digital diplomacy—one that not only relays state messages but also formulates its
own strategic narratives capable of influencing media agendas and political decisions in their host countries.

Theoretically, the paper draws on public diplomacy approaches, hybrid media system theory, the concept of strategic
narratives, and a decolonial perspective. The methodology integrates network analysis, digital ethnography, and discourse
analysis. The article aims to describe, explain, and partially evaluate the digital diplomacy of the Ukrainian diaspora by
examining its tools, platforms, mobilization mechanisms, types of actors, and the outcomes of their interactions.

The findings suggest that diasporic networks function as a polycentric ecosystem in which global associations (such
as the Ukrainian World Congress) establish frameworks and standards, while local communities provide sustainability
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and contextualization. Effectiveness is driven by a combination of algorithmic content amplification, cross-platform
synchronization, management of emotional dynamics, and the conversion of online impulses into real-world actions
(donations, rallies, advocacy). The diaspora's contribution to deconstructing Russo-centric perspectives and advancing
a decolonial discourse through practices ranging from humanitarian and cultural initiatives (including digital heritage
preservation) to systematic political advocacy is particularly noteworthy.

The novelty of this research lies in its use of structured theoretical approaches for an in-depth analysis of the information
dynamics in which Ukrainian diasporic communities operate as active agents of influence. This approach helps explain
why the influence of the Ukrainian diaspora is not only maintained but amplified in the digital era and amidst countering
Russian information-psychological operations — a success attributed to media activism, transnational social ties, and

institutional collaboration. The study also outlines promising directions for future scholarly inquiry.
