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THEMATIC ANALYSIS OF INCLUSIVE TERMS

The article analyzes terms related to inclusive education in order to identify the main concepts of contemporary discourse
and demonstrate their interrelationships in educational, social, and psychological contexts. Based on the glossaries Equity
and Inclusion (UBC), ArqusTerm (Montero-Martinez et al.), Kellenberger, IEA, and UNESCO/EASNIE documents, the main
areas reflecting the specifics of terminology development in the field of inclusion have been identified. It has been found
that the terminology covers issues of accessibility, participation, and learning conditions (accessibility, access, disability,
ableism, accommodations, assistive technologies, AAC, universal design for learning, IEP, ABA, BIP), equality and anti-
discrimination (equity, equality, equal opportunities, EDI, anti-racism, underrepresented groups, bias, systemic discrimination,
marginalization), diversity and social representation (diversity, intersectionality, IBPOC, Indigenous, 2SLGBTQIA+, TGNB,
social inclusion, social cohesion, child-friendly schools), mechanisms for inclusion, participation, and interaction (inclusive
education, inclusive excellence, conflict engagement, inclusive pedagogy, inclusive school leaders), inclusive communication
(inclusive language, person-first language, identity-first language, respectful terminology), assessment and adaptation of the
educational process (assessment, evaluation, personalized learning, inclusive curriculum, differentiation, inclusive digital
education), types of disorders and forms of disability (autism, ADHD, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, blindness, communication
disability, developmental disability), legal and international frameworks (ADA, IDEA, FAPE, CRPD) and educational
systems, environments, and leadership (inclusive education setting, system, quality early childhood education, whole school
approach, policy guidelines, quality assurance, sustainability). It has been established that inclusive terminology is formed
at the intersection of pedagogical, social, psychological, technological, ethical, and legal discourses. Its systematization
ensures the consistency of scientific discourse and contributes to the effective implementation of inclusive practices, the
adaptation of learning, and the development of social integration of students.
