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RULES FOR WRITING A SOCIAL STORY FOR CHILDREN
WITH AUTISM SPECTRUM DISORDERS

The importance of social competence and the acquisition of social skills in various areas cannot be doubted by
experts and parents. While typically developing children can intuitively recognize what behavior is acceptable in various

social situations, children with autism spectrum disorders often find certain social situations confusing because they
become isolated and inattentive to the outside world. The difficulties of social interaction of persons with autism spectrum
disorders can be divided into three groups: (a) social recognition, which is described as a lack of interest in others, (b)
social communication, which includes problems with self-expression and limited understanding of body language; and
(c) social imitation and understanding, which includes the inability to understand the thoughts or feelings of others or
engage in creative play.

A social story is a concise account of a situation, concept, behavior, or social skill, written and implemented according
to specific guidelines. These stories are used to help children with autism spectrum disorders anticipate specific situations
and also to teach appropriate and acceptable behavior in specific situations. The goal of social history is to disseminate
accurate social information and popularize social networks of understanding. These short, individual stories provide
support in the new, sometimes confusing social experience of a child with autism spectrum disorders.

The purpose of our study was to provide clear information on how to write and use social stories as an intervention
technique by professionals or parents. In the article, we will also consider information about the rules and structure of
social history. The main steps on which social history will be built have been defined. The types of sentences that make up

social history are characterized.
