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DEVELOPING RESILIENCE IN SCHOOLCHILDREN AS A TOOL
FOR SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

This article explores one of the most pressing issues in contemporary Ukrainian education — the development of
psychological resilience among schoolchildren living in frontline territories and constantly facing the threat of prolonged
air raids. The study highlights the role of education as a tool for supporting mental health and promoting sustainable
community development during wartime, aligning with the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs 3, 4, 11, 16).
Resilience is presented as a critical educational mechanism that not only helps preserve children’s mental well-being but
also strengthens the long-term stability of communities in crisis. The research is interdisciplinary, grounded in psycho-
pedagogical analysis of wartime challenges, including systemic threats to education, students’ mental states, and social
cohesion.

The goal of the study is to identify effective educational approaches that enhance resilience among students in high-
stress situations. The paper analyzes academic literature and both Ukrainian and international practices. It focuses on
the impact of extreme conditions on children, anxiety risks, emotional burnout, disrupted educational motivation, and the
erosion of basic feelings of safety. The study outlines pedagogical conditions for fostering resilience, the roles of teachers,
parents, and communities, and introduces innovative educational strategies such as the “Emotional Backpack,” “Class
Resilience Map,” and “Resilience Day.”

Findings indicate that integrating psycho-pedagogical tools, including mindfulness practices, art therapy, and
emotional literacy training, into the educational process can significantly reduce anxiety levels and improve student
engagement. The article underscores the importance of combining educational, psychological, and social support to

develop children s internal resources and build resilient communities.
