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THE PROBLEMATICS OF FORMING THE NATIONAL WORLDVIEW
AND IDENTITY OF FUTURE OFFICERS WITHIN THE PROFESSIONAL
MILITARY EDUCATION SYSTEM

The article presents a study of methodological and organizational challenges in the formation of national worldview,
identity, and professional ethos among future tactical-level officers in higher military educational institutions (HMEIs) of
Ukraine in comparison with the United States Military Academy West Point.

A systemic contradiction was identified between the academic content of the typical Ukrainian HMEI educational and
professional program—where the «worldview core» of a future officer accounts for only 4.6—10% of the total training
time—and the real-world challenges of the Russian-Ukrainian war. Formalism within the domestic military education
system, the risks of «analogy thinking in assessment, and the illusion of «fluency» in values (which remain merely
theoretical without practical integration into military-professional activities) are identified as key threats. The study
records the vulnerability of cadets to reflexive control methods employed by enemy propaganda, the absence of a Cadet
Honor Code, and a lack of «purposeful friction» methodology, which renders national identity «fragile» under high-
intensity combat conditions.

The authors aim to justify the necessity for a radical transformation of the educational process, moving from the
«industrial era» model (focused on training commander-managers or officer-executors) toward an educational ecosystem
of the future oriented on the formation of value-based military leaders with a robust national-state worldview.

A three-level system of corrective actions is proposed, including the implementation of outcome-based military
education (OBME), assessment reform through the creation of universal digital profiles of competencies, values, virtues,
and attributes, and the synchronization of educational outcomes with talent management.

The necessity of establishing «Innovation Hubs of Excellence» within HMEIs, the involvement of combat-experienced
«master-instructorsy, and the implementation of the « Whole Person Developmenty concept through integrated education
across all academic disciplines are substantiated. The realization of these steps is intended to ensure the intellectual and
moral superiority of the Ukrainian officer over any enemy of the state.
