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THE ROLE OF CEMETERY STUDIES IN THE RESEARCH
OF THE PEDAGOGICALAND SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES OF FAMOUS PHILOLOGISTS

The Lychakiv Cemetery in Lviv is one of the oldest and most famous in Eastern Europe. This cemetery is the final
resting place of many scientists and teachers who made significant contributions to the development of philology in Lviv,
Ukraine, and abroad, from the 19" to the 21 century. The article aims to characterise the role of cemetery studies in the
research of their professional activities. It has been established that they authored works on Slavic philology, German
studies, Romance studies, classical and Oriental languages, and Esperanto, as well as on history, journalism, pedagogy,
folklore studies, ethnography, epigraphy, printing, bibliography, papyrology, museology, and other subjects. Their
activities spanned the Austrian Empire, and later the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the Polish Republic, the soviet period,
and independent Ukraine. The research of their scientific and pedagogical heritage is closely related to cemetery studies.
It helps to locate burial places and graves that have been lost for various reasons, restore forgotten names and reveal
personalities against the backdrop of their era. During these periods, Halychyna was, and still is, an important scientific
centre thanks to its successful geographical location at the crossroads of different cultural influences, the activities of
Lviv University and other institutions of higher education, and the presence of academic organisations (notably the
Shevchenko Scientific Society). Cemetery studies make it possible to reconstruct the history of science in modern-day
Halychyna. They act as an important and alternative source about a person, his family, life path and activities, as all of
this information is often indicated on a monument or tombstone. This significantly expands and complements traditional
research methods. The Lychakiv cemetery in Lviv is a place where the memory of notable figures from Halychyna is
preserved, enabling us to trace the personal histories of the region’s scientific elite. Prospects for further studies will
concern the analysis of the source base on this topic.
