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THE EVOLUTION OF METHODOLOGICAL THOUGHT IN LITERARY
EDUCATION: FROM ANCIENT DIALECTICS TO EXISTENTIAL PEDAGOGY

The article presents a comprehensive historical and philosophical analysis of the genesis of methodological thought in
the field of the humanities and literary education. It is argued that the formation of literature teaching methodology is the
result of a long evolution of ideas about the nature of humanistic knowledge, the human being as a subject of culture, the
text as a bearer of meaning, and education as a spiritual and value-oriented process. The transformation of methodological
orientations is traced from the ancient dialogical tradition (Socrates, Plato, Aristotle), medieval hermeneutics of
authoritative texts, and rationalist models of the Modern era to the establishment of the hermeneutic paradigm in the works
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of F. Schleiermacher and W. Dilthey, the phenomenology of E. Husserl, the ontological hermeneutics of M. Heidegger
and H.-G. Gadamer, as well as structuralism and poststructuralism. It is substantiated that in contemporary humanistic
knowledge, method appears not as a technique or a set of procedures, but as an event of understanding, an ethical stance,
and a form of dialogue with cultural tradition. Special attention is paid to the influence of philosophical anthropology
on the development of methodological thought. The concepts of M. Scheler, H. Plessner, A. Gehlen, K. Jaspers, and
M. Buber are analyzed, as they defined the human being as an open, unfinished, dialogical entity called to self-creation.
It is demonstrated that the anthropological turn in twentieth-century philosophy led to the transition from a normative-
didactic model of instruction to a personality-oriented paradigm of literary education. The article outlines the worldview
foundations of contemporary literature teaching methodology through the prism of humanism, personalism, and
existentialism. It is argued that humanism shapes the value horizon of humanity and tolerance, personalism affirms the
dignity and uniqueness of the individual,; and existentialism emphasizes freedom of choice, responsibility, and authenticity
as the foundations of the educational process. The significance of narrative identity and dialogicity for the interpretation
of literary texts in secondary school and university courses in world literature is revealed. An important component of the
study is the analysis of the Ukrainian intellectual tradition (H. Skovoroda, 1. Franko, K. Ushynsky, V. Sukhomlynsky) as
an axiological and cultural foundation of the national methodology of literary education. It is emphasized that their ideas
contributed to the formation of an understanding of education as a space for self-knowledge, moral development, and
cultural self-identification of the individual. It is concluded that contemporary methodology of teaching world literature
should be regarded as an integrative humanistic system combining hermeneutic openness, anthropological sensitivity,

and a cultural-dialogical approach aimed at forming a spiritually mature, responsible, and reflective personality.
