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PLAGUE, GOVERNMENT, AND SOCIETY: THE TRANSFORMATION
OF COLLECTIVE AND INDIVIDUAL IDENTITIES IN VENICE, 1575-1577

This study examines the Venetian experience of the Plague of St. Charles (1575-1577) through the lens of identity
formation, with particular attention to how crisis conditions reshaped both collective and individual self-perception. The
epidemic is approached not simply as a medical or demographic event, but as a multidimensional disruption that affected
governance, social order, religious life, and everyday practices.

The article analyzes the roles of key institutional and social actors, including public health authorities, physicians,
merchants, and religious organizations, highlighting how their interactions contributed to new patterns of social
coordination and control. Special emphasis is placed on the coexistence and conflict of different explanatory models of
the disease, ranging from religious interpretations to emerging medical rationality, as well as on the tensions between
economic continuity and sanitary restrictions.

At the same time, the research addresses the personal dimension of the epidemic, focusing on how individuals
experienced fear, uncertainty, and moral pressure. Decisions related to isolation, care for the sick, or attempts to escape
the city are interpreted as forms of situational self-definition shaped by both social expectations and survival strategies.
Drawing on microhistorical evidence, the study demonstrates how personal identity was renegotiated under extreme
conditions, often in relation to shared cultural notions of guilt, responsibility, and salvation.
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The article concludes that the plague of 1575-1577 acted as a transformative force that reconfigured social cohesion
while simultaneously exposing and deepening internal divisions within Venetian society. These developments not only
influenced immediate responses to the epidemic but also contributed to longer-term changes in administrative practices,
moral frameworks, and the broader understanding of community in early modern Venice.
